Journals

As part of our key-working process we record observations for
our children in their personal journal. This is in line with the
Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) requirements, but it also
allows you to see what your children have been doing in the day
and gives you the chance to tell us any WOW moments, or what
your child has been doing at home. You can ask to see this at
any time, and it is passed on to you when your child leaves us.
